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'V After two relaxed weeks in the teens,
earthquake activity increased slightly, ris-
ing by nine and to the mid 20 quake-per-
week level. The number of earthquakes
has not been above the 40 quake-per-
week mark since September and has post-
ed only produced two weeks in the 30s
since then.

'V The intensity of seismicity remained re-
laxed, producing another week without a

the second gap in a row and the seventh in
the last eleven weeks—the weakest seismic
condition in more than nine years.

'V The San Jacinto fault zone extends from
Cajon Pass to El Centro and it is one of the
most active faults in California. This week it
added to that legend, producing seven
more quakes that were scattered along its
nearly 223-mile length.The largest earth-
quakes measured M 2.5 and were recorded
at either ends of the fault, with one more in
the middle.

'V Seismic activity increased in Baja, releas-

erra Juarez fault, the Laguna Salada fault,
and the mountainous region southeast of
Tijuana. The largest event registered M 2.7
and occurred along the southern Laguna
Salada Fault in the Colorado Delta.

'V Three quakes were recorded on the
White Wolf fault, site of the 1952 Kern Coun-
ty M 7.5 earthquake. A temblor measuring
M 2.8 occurred along the western margin
of the San Joaquin Valley near the Kettle-
man Hills.

'V No activity occurred along the coast or
on the High Desert.
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
